AN ACT relating to interpreters in schools; providing an exemption 

from the requirements of certification for interpreters who 
provide services for persons who are deaf or hearing 
impaired in schools; requiring the governing body of each 
charter school, the board of trustees of each school district 
and each private school to ensure that interpreters who 
provide services within the district or school possess the 
knowledge, qualifications and capabilities for the job; and 
providing other matters properly relating thereto.
