AN ACT relating to education; requiring the State Board of 

Education to select a high school equivalency assessment 
for certain persons who are not enrolled in high school 
and have not graduated; providing for the recognition of a 
document equivalent to a general educational 
development certificate, general educational development 
credential and general equivalency diploma; requiring the 
State Board to select a college and career readiness 
assessment for administration to pupils enrolled in grade 
11 in public high schools; revising the requirements to 
receive a standard high school diploma by requiring 
pupils enrolled in grades 9 and 10 to pass end-of-course 
examinations for the courses of study prescribed by the 
State Board; eliminating the option for the issuance of a 
certificate of attendance indicating a pupil attended high 
school but did not satisfy the requirements for a standard 
high school diploma; eliminating the high school 
proficiency examination; repealing provisions relating to 
the high school proficiency examination; and providing 
other matters properly relating thereto. 

 
Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law authorizes a person who is 16 or 17 years of age, is not enrolled in 1 
high school and has not graduated from high school to take the tests of general 2 
educational development to obtain a general educational development certificate 3 
which demonstrates that the person has achieved an educational level which is an 4 
acceptable substitute for completing a high school education. (NRS 385.448) 5 
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Section 12.3 of this bill removes the reference to the tests of general educational 6 
development and requires the State Board of Education to select a high school 7 
equivalency assessment. Existing law also makes various references to a: (1) 8 
general educational development certificate; (2) general educational development 9 
credential; and (3) general equivalency diploma. (NRS 209.396, 209.433, 209.443, 10 
209.446, 209.4465, 211.330, 213.315, 388.575, 389.810, 432B.595, 630.277, 11 
641C.420, 652.127, 697.173) Sections 17.5, 33.5, 41.1-41.7 and 42.2-42.7 of this 12 
bill provide for the recognition of a document that is equivalent to such a 13 
certificate, credential or diploma. 14 
 Existing law requires the administration of examinations based upon the State’s 15 
academic standards to pupils enrolled in grades 3 through 8 and requires pupils to 16 
pass the high school proficiency examination to receive a standard high school 17 
diploma. (NRS 389.015, 389.550) Section 43 of this bill eliminates the high school 18 
proficiency examination. Section 19 of this bill requires the State Board to select a 19 
college and career readiness assessment for administration to pupils enrolled in 20 
grade 11 in public high schools commencing with the 2014-2015 school year. 21 
Section 19 further requires a pupil enrolled in grade 11 to take the assessment to 22 
receive a standard high school diploma, but prohibits the use of the results of the 23 
assessment in determining the pupil’s eligibility for such a diploma. 24 
 Existing law prescribes the requirements for a standard high school diploma, 25 
including passage of the high school proficiency examination. (NRS 389.805) 26 
Section 33 of this bill eliminates the requirement of passage of the high school 27 
proficiency examination and instead requires the State Board to prescribe the 28 
criteria for receipt of a standard high school diploma, which must include the 29 
requirement that, commencing with the 2014-2015 school year, a pupil enrolled in 30 
grade 9 or 10 pass an end-of-course examination. Section 33 also requires the State 31 
Board to adopt the courses of study in which pupils enrolled in grades 9 and 10 32 
must pass such an examination, which must include, without limitation, the subject 33 
areas for which the State Board has adopted the common core standards.  34 
 Under existing law, a pupil who does not pass the high school proficiency 35 
examination may be issued a certificate of attendance in lieu of a diploma if he or 36 
she is 18 years of age. (NRS 389.015) Section 33 of this bill prohibits the issuance 37 
to a pupil of a certificate of attendance or any other document indicating that the 38 
pupil attended high school but did not satisfy the requirements for a standard high 39 
school diploma. 40 
 As a transition from the administration of the high school proficiency 41 
examination to the administration of end-of-course examinations, sections 44-44.7 42 
of this bill require the State Board of Education to prescribe the requirements which 43 
a pupil enrolled in grade 10, 11 or 12 in the 2013-2014 school year who has not 44 
passed the high school proficiency examination and is required to pass the 45 
examination to receive a standard high school diploma must satisfy to receive a 46 
standard high school diploma. Such requirements may include the continuation of 47 
the administration of the high school proficiency examination to those pupils. 48 
 The remaining sections of this bill make conforming changes relating to the 49 
elimination of the high school proficiency examination. 50

annual measurable objectives of the State Board. 23 
 (d) The percentage of all pupils who were not tested, reported 24 
for each school district, including, without limitation, each charter 25 
school in the district, and for this State as a whole. 26 
 (e) Except as otherwise provided in subsection 2, the percentage 27 
of pupils who were not tested, reported separately by gender and 28 
reported separately for the groups identified in paragraph (b). 29 
 (f) The most recent 3-year trend in the achievement of pupils in 30 
each subject area tested and each grade level tested pursuant to NRS 31 
[389.015 and] 389.550 [,] and 389.805, reported for each school 32 
district, including, without limitation, each charter school in the 33 
district, and for this State as a whole, which may include 34 
information regarding the trend in the achievement of pupils for 35 
more than 3 years, if such information is available. 36 
 (g) Information on whether each school district has made 37 
adequate yearly progress, including, without limitation, the name of 38 
each school district, if any, designated as demonstrating need for 39 
improvement pursuant to NRS 385.377 and the number of 40 
consecutive years that the school district has carried that 41 
designation. 42 
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 (h) Information on whether each public school, including, 1 
without limitation, each charter school, has made: 2 
  (1) Adequate yearly progress, including, without limitation, 3 
the name of each public school, if any, designated as demonstrating 4 
need for improvement pursuant to NRS 385.3623 and the number of 5 
consecutive years that the school has carried that designation. 6 
  (2) Progress based upon the model adopted by the 7 
Department pursuant to NRS 385.3595, if applicable for the grade 8 
level of pupils enrolled at the school. 9 
 (i) Information on the results of pupils who participated in the 10 
examinations of the National Assessment of Educational Progress 11 
required pursuant to NRS 389.012. 12 
 (j) The ratio of pupils to teachers in kindergarten and at each 13 
grade level for all elementary schools, reported for each school 14 
district, including, without limitation, each charter school in the 15 
district, and for this State as a whole, and the average class size for 16 
each core academic subject, as set forth in NRS 389.018, for each 17 
secondary school, reported for each school district and for this State 18 
as a whole. 19 
 (k) The total number of persons employed by each school 20 
district in this State, including without limitation, each charter 21 
school in the district. Each such person must be reported as either an 22 
administrator, a teacher or other staff and must not be reported in 23 
more than one category. In addition to the total number of persons 24 
employed by each school district in each category, the report must 25 
include the number of employees in each of the three categories 26 
expressed as a percentage of the total number of persons employed 27 
by the school district. As used in this paragraph: 28 
  (1) “Administrator” means a person who spends at least 50 29 
percent of his or her work year supervising other staff or licensed 30 
personnel, or both, and who is not classified by the board of trustees 31 
of a school district as a professional-technical employee.

   (II) As instructional support staff, who does not hold a 6 
supervisory position and who spends not more than 50 percent of 7 
his or her work year providing instruction to pupils. Such 8 
instructional support staff includes, without limitation, librarians 9 
and persons who provide instructional support. 10

charter school in the district, and for this State as a whole, 12

  (1) The percentage of teachers who are: 16 
   (I) Providing instruction pursuant to NRS 391.125; 17 
   (II) Providing instruction pursuant to a waiver of the 18

   (III) Otherwise providing instruction without an 21 
endorsement for the subject area in which the teachers are 22

  (2) The percentage of classes in the core academic subjects, 24 
as set forth in NRS 389.018, in this State that are not taught by 25 
highly qualified teachers; 26 
  (3) The percentage of classes in the core academic subjects, 27 
as set forth in NRS 389.018, in this State that are not taught by 28 
highly qualified teachers, in the aggregate and disaggregated by 29 
high-poverty compared to low-poverty schools, which for the 30 
purposes of this subparagraph means schools in the top quartile of 31 
poverty and the bottom quartile of poverty in this State; 32 
  (4) For each middle school, junior high school and high 33 
school: 34 
   (I) The number of persons employed as substitute 35 
teachers for 20 consecutive days or more in the same classroom or 36 
assignment, designated as long-term substitute teachers, including 37

teachers for 20 consecutive days or more in the same classroom or 3 
assignment, designated as long-term substitute teachers, including 4

school in grades 9 to 12, inclusive, reported for each school district, 33 
including, without limitation, each charter school in the district, and 34 
for this State as a whole. The reporting for pupils in grades 9 to 12, 35 
inclusive, excludes pupils who: 36 
  (1) Provide proof to the school district of successful 37 
completion of the [examinations of general educational 38 
development.] high school equivalency assessment selected by the 39 
State Board pursuant to NRS 385.448. 40 
  (2) Are enrolled in courses that are approved by the 41 
Department as meeting the requirements for an adult standard 42 
diploma. 43 
  (3) Withdraw from school to attend another school. 44 
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 (q) The attendance of teachers who provide instruction, reported 1 
for each school district, including, without limitation, each charter 2 
school in the district, and for this State as a whole. 3

school district, including, without limitation, each charter school in 5 
the district, and for this State as a whole. 6 
 (s) Incidents involving the use or possession of alcoholic 7 
beverages or controlled substances, reported for each school district, 8 
including, without limitation, each charter school in the district, and 9 
for this State as a whole. 10 
 (t) The suspension and expulsion of pupils required or 11 
authorized pursuant to NRS 392.466 and 392.467, reported for each 12 
school district, including, without limitation, each charter school in 13 
the district, and for this State as a whole. 14 
 (u) The number of pupils who are deemed habitual disciplinary 15 
problems pursuant to NRS 392.4655, reported for each school 16 
district, including, without limitation, each charter school in the 17 
district, and for this State as a whole. 18 
 (v) The number of pupils in each grade who are retained in the 19 
same grade pursuant to NRS 392.033 or 392.125, reported for each 20 
school district, including, without limitation, each charter school in 21 
the district, and for this State as a whole. 22

district, including, without limitation, each charter school in the 24 
district, and for this State as a whole. For the purposes of this 25 
paragraph, a pupil is not a transient if the pupil is transferred to a 26 
different school within the school district as a result of a change in 27 
the zone of attendance by the board of trustees of the school district 28 
pursuant to NRS 388.040.

 (y) A compilation of the programs of remedial study purchased 32 
in whole or in part with money received from this State that are used 33 
in each school district, including, without limitation, each charter 34 
school in the district.
