Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law provides that there is no limitation of the time within which a 1 
prosecution for murder must be commenced. (NRS 171.080) Section 1 of this bill 2 
additionally provides that there is no limitation of time within which a prosecution 3 
for a sexual assault arising out of the same facts and circumstances as a murder 4 
must be commenced. Section 2 of this bill makes a conforming change. 5
